Selles on sama
aukartust, mida tunneme ema vastu, kes meid on slnnitanud. Viimases aktis ema Uhineb
Jumalaga tema loomistéds ja on niiviisi meile flusilise ja vaimse loomist66 siidameks ning
sumboliks.

Sénaga “ema” Utleme palju Jumala hoolitsuse kohta. Samas Moosese lahkumislaulus,
eespool, kujutatakse Jumalat emakotkana, kes ergutab lendu oma noort perekonda, héljudes
kaitsvalt oma poegade kohal (s.

Ema oma hoolitsevas
armastuses, dpetab meid eeskujuga ja valmistab meid ette eluvajadustele.

Sdnas “ema” on rikkalikult Jumala hellust. Moosese lahkumislaul ei ole kil allikaks, kust seda
minna otsima, sest seal domineerib teistsugune moéttelaad. Uus Testament, Jeesuse elu ja
kuulutust kirjeldades, annab aga meile pildi Jumala téelisest palgest, mis kdneleb tema
armastusest, armust ja halastusest. Selles pildis Jumala arm ja ema armastus lituvad Uhiseks
stinteesiks, milles ema osa saab eriti elavaks.

S6na “ema” kinnitab taas aga ka Jumala tdotust. Jumal on meie Taevane lIsa, ja selles on
tdotus, et tohime olla tema lapsed. Ema on Jumala tédede ja tdotuste edasikandja ning esindab
nii Jumalat véga erilisel ja imevaarsel viisil.

Olgem igavesti tédnulikud, et Jumal on andnud eesti rahvale nii tublid emad! Olgem tanulikud
emadele, kes ikka veel véikeste peakesi silitavad! Silitagem aga ka oma emade halle juukseid ja
stigavaid ndokortse tanulikult drna kdega, nii kaua, kui see on veel véimalik !

Esi-
mene emadepédeva téhistamine toimus 1922 aastal
Udema koolimajas, milline oli Helmi M&elo, jargmise

“Naiste Karskusseltsi” esinaise siinnipaik.

1923 aastal pihitseti emadepéeva Eestis 3. juu-
nil juba 20-s eripaigas. 1940 aastal tahistati emade-
pdeva viimast korda ka suure kontserdiga “Estonia”
kontsertsaalis Tallinnas. Vene okupatsiooni ajastul
Eestis ignoreeriti emade austamine téielikult.

In Memoriam

Los Angelese Koguduse kauaaegne teenekas
Opetaja Rein Neggo sulges 12. martsil 2007 a. oma
silmad igavesele unele 88 aasta vanuses.

Rein Neggo siindis 13. mail 1918 a. Pihtla vallas
Saaremaal. Parast Saaremaa Uhisgiimnaasiumi [6pe-
tamist 1937, astus Tartu llikooli usuteaduskonda, kus
ta 6pingud jaid I6petamata teaduskonna sulgemise
téttu 1940 a. Ta siirdus Tartu muusikakooli, kus dppis
kuni lahkumiseni kodumaalt. 1939 aastal abiellus ta
Tartus rohuteaduse (lidpilase llse Kdiv'uga. Nende
perre siindis kolm last: Tiiu (siind. Tartus 1942), Rein
(Kuressaares 1944-1994) ja Raivo (Los Angeleses
1951).

1944. aasta septembris pdgenes koos perega
Saksamaale. Emigreerus Ameerikasse 1949 a. olles
Uks E.E.L.K. Los Angelese Koguduse asutajaid. Jat-
kas dpinguid Konsistooriumi poolt moodustatud ko-
misjoni jérelvalvel. Ordineeriti peapiiskop Lauri poolt
Stockholmis 20. martsil 1966 Los Angelese Kogudu-
se Opetajaks.

Kuuekiimnendal siinnipdeval 1978 annetati talle
teenete eest kuldametirist. VVabastati koguduse 6pe-
taja ametist tervislikel pdhjustel 15. jaanuaril 1991,
kuigi jai ajutiselt edasi tditma Gpetaja llesandeid kuni
novembrini 1994.

Rein Neggo esimeseks huvialaks oli muusika. Ta
laulis koorides, mangis mitmes orkestris, tegeles ka
skautluse ja eesti tdienduskooli tegevusega ja oli Los
Angelese segakoori juhatajaks. Samuti kandis ta ees-
kujulikku hoolt eritegevuste ja ettevdtete kirjapanemi-
ses, toimetades Usna paljude triikiste véljaandmist.

Portlandi sdbrad avaldavad stidamlikku kaastun-
net selle suure kaotuse puhul lahkunu lesele llse’le,
lastele Tiiu'le ja Raivo’le ja 6ele Helga’le Portlandis.

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Estonia is now a member of the European Union

Estonia is a country in Northern Europe, directly
south of Finland. It is about the same size as Den-
mark and Switzerland, but larger than Holland and
Belgium, and almost double the size of Israel.

Estonians have inhabited their present territory
continuosly for 8000+ years, making them one of
the oldest nations on earth. They came originally
from the south — as hunters following their game
- after the ice age glacier receded, making habita-
tion possible.

For 90% of those 8000 years, Estonians have
been occupied by other nations, including Danes,
Germans, Swedes, Poles, and most recently from
1944-1991 by Bolshevik-ruled Russia.

Estonia regained its independence for the
second time in the 20" century on August 20,
1991.

7200+ YEARS OF INDEPENDENCE l'

From 6000 BC to 1208 AD, Estonians were free
and independent, able to fend off attacks by outsiders
and accumulate wealth.

In 1201, German merchants and missionaries
established a trading post (Riga) south of Estonia, in
the land of ethnically kindred Livonians. Those intru-
ders noted the wealth in the region and vast opportu-
nities for plunder.

German Bishop Albert, with the blessing of Pope
Innocent Ill, assembled a mercenary army for con-
quest of the region, and the “Baltic Crusade” got
under way with the pretext of bringing Christianity to
the heathens.

19 YEARS WAR OF INDEPENDENCE
1208 - 1227

After conquest of Livonia, attacks on Estonia star-
ted in 1208. Despite a valiant defensive war that las-
ted 19 years, Estonians were ultimately conquered in
1227. Estonia was attacked repeatedly not only from
the south by Gerrman mercenaries, but also from the
north by Danes, from the west by Swedes, and from
the east by Slavs.

Estonians, with militias of farmers and fishermen,
who assembled only when occasion demanded, were
unable to defend indefinitely against four professional
armies which had superior weaponry.

In the early 1200-s, Estonians’ villages were
grouped into kinship regions (kihelkonds), and those
in turn into 8 major states (maakonds), but these
were not further unified under a central government,
just as America’s 13 colonies were not in 1776.
Estonia’s population in the early 1200-s was about
175,000.

691 YEARS OF OCCUPATION
1227 - 1918

Although conquered, it was not an unconditional
surrender. There were numerous treaties between
the conquerors and 8 Estonian states. Those treaties
were later violated, not unlike what happened in
America to the American Indians.

During the following centuries, Estonians organized
numerous uprisings to restore their independence,
but without long-term success. The most significant
was Jiri66 méss which started on April 23, 1343.

The descendants of the original occupants, socalled
“Baltic Germans”, kept control of their stolen land,
even though the overall rule of Estonia passed from
Germans and Danes to Swedes and Poles, and
finally to Czarist Russia in 1721.

On March 2*, 1917, Czar Nikolai Il abdicated as a
result of chaos created by World War One suffering
and shortages, amplified by turmoil engineered by
socialist revolutionaries. A Provisional Government
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was formed to rule Russia until elections. (* Add 13
days for Gregorian calendar date).

On March 26* 1917, 40,000 Estonians stages a
massive march in Russia’s capital Petrograd, deman-
ding autonomy for Estonia. In response, on March 30,
1917, Russia’s Provisional Government granted it. On
May 23*, 1917, Estonians elected their own National
Assembly (Maapé&ev) to govern the now-autonomous
Estonia.

On October 10*, 1917, twelf socialist revolutiona-
ries, who called themselves Bolsheviks, met in Petro-
grad and decided to overthrow the Russian Provisio-
nal Government by force. They succeeded on Octo-
ber 25%, 1917. Vladimir Ulianov (alias Lenin) became
Head of Government; Yankel Solomon (alias Sverd-
lov), became Head of State.

The Bolshevik takeover of Russia prompted Esto-
nians to declare sovereignty over Estonia on Novem-
ber 15*, 1917, and formally proclaim Estonia’s inde-
pendence on February 24, 1918.

Bolsheviks in Estonia, with support from Russian
troops, sought to overthrow Estonia’s legitimate go-
vernment and had some success for a few months —
until they were chased to Russia by the German army
which was invading Estonia in the course of World
War One.

By March 4, 1918, the German army occupied all
of Estonia. Germany did not recognize Estonia’s
declaration of independence, and acted a a repres-
sive occupant until its armistice with the Allies on
November 11, 1918, required its to vacate Estonia.

2 YEARS WAR OF INDEPENDENCE
1918 — 1920

Finally, Estonia was clear of all occupants. But the
Bolshevik rulers of Russia were unwilling to recognize
an independent Estonia next door. Its troops invaded
Estonia from Russia on November 28, 1918, starting
Estonia’s War of Independence.

Initially, the Bolshevik Army advanced deep into
Estonia, but ultimately the Estonian Army succeeded
in liberating all of Estonia and next continued to ad-
vance into Russia.

Then the Bolsheviks sought peace from Estonia,
and on February 2, 1920, a peace treaty with Russia
was signed in the Estonian city of Tartu. In that treaty
Russia (no USSR in 1920) recognized Estonia’s in-
dependence and sovereignty forever.

However, this was not the end of the War of Inde-
pendence . The descendants of the ancient German
occupants, who had grown rich from the land and
property stolen from Estonians, did not want to give
it up. Once more, as their forebears in 1208, they re-
cruited and organized a mercenary army and at-
tacked Estonia from the south on June 5, 1919.

This time, the Estonians decisively defeated the
German “Landeswehr” army at a major battle in Vén-
nu on June 23, 1919. That day is now celebrated an-
nually as Victory Day (V&idupiiha). During the War
of Independence, Estonians received valuable out-
side help from England, Finland, and others, just like
America received vital outside help from France
during its Revolutionary War.

Nevertheless, it was Estonians who fought and
won their independence at a heavy human toll — suf-
fering nearly double the number of casualties of
America in its Revolutionary War — despite Estonia’s
population in 1918 being approximately one-fourth
that of America’s in 1776.
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20 YEARS OF INDEPENDENCE
1920 — 1940

Finally Estonia was able to focus on serving its
own people instead of fulfilling the demands of occu-
pants. Rapid and vast success was achieved in many
fields. In 1939, Estonia’s living standards equaled
those of its neighbors Sweden and Finland.

Despite having sworn in 1920 to respect Estonia’s
independence forever, the Bolshevik rulers of Russia
sought to overthrow Estonia’s government on Dec. 1,
1924, as they had Russia’s in 1917. That effort was
defeated by Estonia’s government.

| YEAR OF RUSSIAN OCCUPATION
1940 — 1941

In 1939, Adolf Hitler, National Socialist ruler of Ger-
many, and Josif Dzugashvili (alias Stalin), Bolshevik
ruler of Russia, wanted to expand their territories by
occupying adjacent countries. On August 23, 1939,
they signed a treaty labeled the Molotov-Ribbentrop
Pact (“MRT"). MRP assigned western Poland to Ger-
many, and eastern Poland to Russia, along with Fin-
land, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, and Bessarabia.



Implementing MRP, Germany attacked Poland
from the west on September 1, 1939, Russia at-
tacked it from the east on September 17, 1939. On
September 29, 1939, Poland surrendered. England
and France declared war on Germany for having
attacked Poland — but not on Russia for having done
the same ! No country sent troops or tangible assis-
tance to help Poland.

On September 24, 1939, Russia issued an ultima-
tum to Estonia, demanding military bases in Estonia,
threatening immediate occupation otherwise, but said
Estonia’s sovereignty would be respected. Similar
ultimatums were given to Latvia and Lithuania.

Having seen the fate of Poland, the three Baltic
States consented.They saw no alternative to yielding,
just like Denmark and Holland when they yielded to
Germany in 1940.

In violation of its promise in 1939, 90,000 Russian
troops occupied Estonia on June 17, 1940, and on
June 21, 1940, forced replacement of Estonia’s go-
vernment with its own stooges. On August 6, 1940,
Russia annexed Estonia into its colonial empire,
along with Lithuania on August 3 and Latvia on Au-
gust 5, claiming they “volunteered”.

Occupation was pre-planned and not “voluntary”,
proven by the fact that on October 11, 1939, eight
months before actual occupation, Russia’s NKVVD
(terrorist police) chief Ilvan Serov issued Secret Order
1223, which prescribed procedures for deporting
Estonians during the future occupation.

Ignoring this documentary proof, Russia has not
apologized for the occupation of Estonia and the mur-
der of Estonians. Russia maintains the fiction that
Estonia, Latvia, and Lithuania volunteered to be occu-
pied and annexed by Russia.

No one came to help the three Baltic States, all
members of the League of Nations, but America con-
demned the attack and denied recognition of the le-
gality of their occupation and annexation by Russia.

Bolshevik Russia’s occupation lasted 14 months —
from June 17, 1940, to August 22, 1941. During that
brief period, the Bolsheviks started a genocidal attack
on Estonians. The entire leadership of Estonia and
6% of the population was murdered or deported to
Russia where most perished from torture, starvation,
and frost.

3 YEARS OF GERMAN OCCUPATION
1941 - 1944

On June 22, 1941, war started between Germany
and Russia. The advancing German army, along with
Estonian partisans, rescued Estonia from the horrors
of Bolshevik occupation. Yet Germany refused to res-
tore independence to Estonia, and so another occu-
pation began.
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By 1944, after 3 years of occupation, Germans
were retreating and Russians again advancing to-
ward Estonia. Estonians were drafted or joined the
armed forces of Germany to defend Estonia against
a second Bolshevik occupation, just as Finland had
allied with Germany to defend Finland.

Estonian and Finnsih soldiers did not become
“Nazis” or “fascists” by doing so, just as American
soldiers did not become “communists” when Presi-
dent Franklin Roosevelt (‘FDR”) made America an
ally of the terrorist regime of Bolshevik Russia.

Estonians hoped for a repeat of 1918, and on
September 18, 1944, declared restoration of inde-
pendence, after the last German troops had left
Tallinn. Estonia’s flag was again flying in Tallinn’s
Pikk Herman tower, but independence did not last.

47 YEARS OF RUSSIAN OCCUPATION
1944 - 1991

On September 22, 1944, the Bolshevik army en-
tered Tallinn and Estonia’s flag was torn down and
the red flag of Russia was hoisted in its place. Six of
12 members of Estonia’s new free government were
imprisoned; 5 escaped to Sweden.

Russia continues to call its resumption of occupa-
tion of Estonia as “liberation from fascism” — but fas-
cists had left town, so there was nothing to liberate.
Furthermore, Russia troops did not depart from “libe-
rated" Estonia, but remained as an occupying force
for the next 50 years.

Massive terror and torture resumed. From March
25-27, 1949, 3% of Estonia’s population was depor-
ted to Siberia; that is as if eight million Americans had
been deported to Canada’s Artic region overnight.
During its two occupations, Bolshevik Russia brought
into Estonia one colonist for every two Estonians and
repressed 25% of Estonians in one way or another.

In America we read often about victims of the
“Nazis” but seldom of the ten times greater number
of victims of the Bolsheviks. American government
(Dept. of Justice — OSI) hunts for “Nazis” among im-
migrants in the USA but not for Bolsheviks.

The Roosevelt — Stalin Pact (“RSP”) at Yalta in
1945 at the end of World War Two relegated the
Baltic States and Poland to Russia — that was as
callous and odious as the MRP between Hitler and
Stalin in 1939.

On May 7, 2005, in Riga / Latvia, President
George W. Bush apologized to the Baltic States for
the Yalta abomination and equated RSP with MRP —
a real credit to him for recognizing the historic injus-
tice of RSP.



|4 REGAINED INDEPENDENCE
1991 TO DATE

On January 20, 1981, Ronald Reagan became
President of the United States. He decided to resist
further expansion of the Bolshevik “Evil Empire”.
When Russia attacked Afghanistan, Reagan provided
Stinger missiles to the defenders. Russia was no lon-
ger able occupy yet another country. Reagan also
began to develop a missile defense for America (Star
Wars).

Reagan’s actions alarmed the Bolsheviks but
gave hope and courage to the occupied nations. The
Bolshevik rulers of Russia decided that changes were
necessary. In 1985 they appointed Mihail Gorbatshov
to restructure the Russian colonial empire under the
slogan of perestroika, but perestroika spawned inde-
pendence movements instead of the intended Party
reform.

On August 23, 1987, Estonian freedom fighter Tiit
Madison organized a mass demonstration in Tallinn’s
Hirvepark, to demand publication of the MRP secret
protocol which triggered the occupation of the Baltic
States. Several thousand attended.

Apparently in response to Hirvepark , on Sept. 26,
1987, four local Bolsheviks proposed independent
management of Estonia’s economy under the slogan
“‘miracle” (IME).

On February 2, 1988, a mass meeting was orga-
nized by freedom fighters to celebrate the 68" anni-
versary of the Tartu Peace Treaty in which Russia re-
cognized Estonia’s independence forever.

As an apparent countermeasure, the rulers con-
vened a meeting of Estonian Creative Arts Group’s
leaders for April 2-3, 1988, to allow venting of “con-
cerns”. Despite coaching of the presiders, several
delegates expressed prohibited ideas like autonomy.
The rulers had opened a Pandora’s box.

In April 1988, two local Bolsheviks transformed
into “freedom fighters” and organized a “Popular
Front” (Rahvarinne) to support perestroika. This enti-
ty arranged a song festival for September 11, 1988,
apparently not anticipating the result. When 300,000
came and some speakers called openly for indepen-
dence to the enthusiastic reception from the mass
audience, this became the key event of what was
later labeled as the “Singing Revolution”.

Popular Front had not worked as intended. Now
even loyal Bolsheviks realized that the aspirations for
independence could not be suppressed. To remain
leaders, they had to support the wishes of the people.

On November 16, 1988, the Bolshevik Supreme
Council of Estonia declared sovereignty over any
laws emanating from Moscow. This was the first for-
mal step in the break-up of the Bolshevik empire by
its own officials.

On August 23, 1989, 50" anniversary of MRP,
two million people holding hands formed a “Baltic
Chain” extending 375 miles from the capital of Esto-
nia to the capitals of Latvia and Lithuania. Indepen-
dence was on everyone’s lips.

Starting in 1989, freedom fighters organized many
local “Estonian Committees” to register Estonian citi-
zens from 1918-1940, and their descendants, who
would then elect a “Congress of Estonia” — an unoffi-
cial legislature. Its goal was to press for restoration of
the 1939 Republic of Estonia. Elections were held on
February 24, 1990. 790,000 voted.

On August 20, 1991, hard-core Bolsheviks tried to
topple Russia’s government in Moscow but they failed .
The resulting chaos provided a unique opportunity.
The members of Estonia’s Bolshevik Supreme Coun-
cil and leaders of Congress of Estonia met and reach-
ed a consensus to declare restoration of the Republic
of Estonia which had been interrupted by Bolshevik
occupation on June 17, 1940.

Estonia’s restored independence was recognized
by Russia on Aug. 24, by European Union on Aug. 27
by the USA on Sept. 4, and by USSR on Sept. 6,1991

On August 31, 1994, the last uniformed occupant
forces withdrew from Estonia. They left behind retired
military and a mass of Russian-speaking colonists
brought in during the occupation to “Russify” Estonia-
to destroy it as the home of its indigenous inhabitants.
The colonists don't want to leave.

Estonia became a member of the United Nations
On Sept. 17, 1991, was admitted to NATO on March
27,2004, and to the European Union on May 1, 2004.
